The Pirates had just held Berkeley deep in Yellowjackets territory and dropped back to receive
the punt on fourth down. They would have caught the punt around mid-field in a normal high
school game, but Berkeley kicker Samuel Boyden isn’t your average punter.

  

  

Boyden’s punt soared into the night and left the Pirates with possession back on their own
25-yard line. The Pirates got close to midfield but ran out of time in a 12-7 loss to Berkeley in a
West Alameda County Conference (WACC) game.
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San Leandro started out with a chance to take the lead in the first quarter. Randy Bell caught apass from quarterback Stephen Johnson to move inside the Berkeley 10-yard line, and thePirates worked the ball down to the 1-yard line. But a quarterback sneak on fourth down fellshort of the end zone by inches.    Berkeley took over with a drive that resulted in a score. Yellowjackets quarterback LamontSmith connected with Marquise Garcia and John Adams, and then to Hiram Hariston to make itfirst-and-goal from the 3-yard line.    Akil Bordelon ran the ball up the middle for a Berkeley touchdown and a 6-0 lead. The Piratesblocked the extra-point attempt.    Berkeley took a 12-0 lead in the second quarter on an interception by linebacker Marlon Walkerthat he returned 70 yards down the right sideline to the end zone. The Pirates stopped Berkeley’s drive on third down with a tackle behind the line of scrimmageby linemen Terrance Leota, Deon Barron and Raekwon Bullins, forcing Berkeley to punt.    The Pirates got the ball, but the booming punt by Boyden kept San Leandro out of range astime ran out.    Pirates running back Randy Bell led the game in rushing with 135 yards, Mataafa gained 50yards and Hairston picked up 41 yards. Mataafa and Christian Carter each caught two passesfor 19 yards, Keone Foumai caught a 40-yard pass, and Bell caught a pass for 20 yards.    Berkeley improved to 3-0 in WACC play. San Leandro is 0-3, looking for its first win this Fridaynight when the Pirates travel to Encinal High in Alameda for a game at 7 o’clock.
